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Home Learning Policy
At King’s Wood School we believe that home learning should:
· Develop learning skills, grow knowledge and deepen understanding
· Have impact back in the classroom
· [bookmark: _heading=h.xnhgs6m777qt]Give parents the opportunity to help their child to learn new things
· Give parents insight into what their child is learning
At King’s Wood we really value children being heard read by parents as often as possible as well as you taking the time to discuss the story with them and explain the meanings of any words they don’t understand.
We use a combination of hard copy resources, Google Classroom and the web-based platform Doodle to set our home learning. 
EYFS
In early years home learning is very practical and will usually include activities you can do with your child. You can share any learning activities you do with your child at home through Tapestry.
 
Your child will bring home a RWI reading book or QR code to share with you. In addition, your child will bring a Library book and Reading for pleasure books home every week. 

In the first half term a phonics pack will come home every week with sounds of the week for you to practise with your child. Sound videos are available via shared QR codes for you to practise phonics with your child.


Year 1

· RWI book bag books are changed weekly
· Children can change their reading for pleasure books as often as they want and we would hope that you hear them read for a short period of time every day.
· Sound videos are available via shared QR codes for you to practise phonics with your child.
· Regular Doodle Maths activities posted online.
· A free writing book is available for children to write in as and when they wish to after the first half term.
Year 2
Every week:
· Continue to hear your child read as often as possible.
· A Maths and Comprehension workbook will be sent home at the beginning of the year for you to work through at your own pace. These reflect the Year 2 objectives that we will be working on in school throughout the year.
· A weekly spelling and maths activity via Doodle. 
· A free writing book is available for children to write in as and when they wish to.

KS2 (Years 3 to 6)
In KS2, even if your child is a fluent reader, hearing them read aloud can help develop their expression and gives you the opportunity to correct any mis-pronunciation of words.
In addition, your child will be provided with weekly tasks. Each task should not take more than 20 minutes to complete. The tasks are
· An English activity
· A Maths Activity – Doodle is often used for this with a reminder on Google Classroom.
· Times table practice using the App the school provides through Doodle
· Vocabulary practice linked to spelling and curriculum themes set through Google Classroom
Children can also write in their free writing book as often as they wish to.
In preparation for the SATs Year 6 children will be set practice questions and revision tasks for home learning.
Monitoring
Teachers will monitor children’s home learning and contact you if they have any concerns. 
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
