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KING’S WOOD SCHOOL AND NURSERY
School Nursery Admissions Process

Children are entitled to a Government Funded Nursery Education place the term after their 3rd Birthday.  However, King’s Wood Nursery can be oversubscribed and therefore a place may not always be available straight away. Our current capacity is 8 full time and 32 (16 per session) part time places 

If you fill in and return the application form, which is available from King’s Wood School Office, we will keep your child on our waiting list and let you know as soon as a place becomes available.  You may telephone to find out where your child is on the waiting list but we will only contact parents when a place is available.

Children are admitted in accordance with the County Council policy on Nursery Admissions.  Most of our admissions are in September, then the remaining spaces are usually filled in January.  April admissions are rare.

If you apply for one of our full time places it is important that you apply for your funding code by the deadlines (31st August, 31st December and 31st March) otherwise you will not be eligible for a place.

All applications received after the deadline will be considered in a second round of allocations therefore a place may not be available. 

If a child is absent for a period greater than four weeks or at the start of a new term, the place is likely to be reallocated if it is required by another family.  

Our admission rules for place allocation:

Children will be allocated a place in the following order:

1. Children who have Education and Healthcare Plans (EHCPs) 
2. Looked after and previously looked after children
3. Children who have exceptional medical or social needs that can only be met at King’s Wood, supported by written evidence from an appropriate professional person.
4. Siblings who are attending the school at the time the allocations are made, either living in or outside the catchment area as we understand how difficult arrangements could be for parents.
5. Children living in the catchment area of the school in age order.
6. Other children in order of age.
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
